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1. FLOODING

We will keep you updated with what we know. We will be preparing for the worst as the week
draws on. We will likely close our small parking lot next to the boathouse at Washington’s
Landing in an effort to have a safer location to store boats if needed. Teams should have their
equipment ready to be moved and individuals should plan ahead also. If we get enough rain, it is
very likely the flood will get into the sculling bay (and college bays) and high into the Youth Bay.
